c. Master Agreement Renewal -  Michael Trapp 
Initial discussions presented on the need and timeframes required approval process to prepare the next five year agreement. Items discussed included:

Revisions: Member Agencies; Strategic Vision ( Updates to the Research Agenda; Organization Scope ( Projected Projects; Budget ( Agreement $300k Limit
Legal: Review & Approvals
Action: Michael will lead discussion at the next SMC meeting to develop SMC Agency Strategic Consensus and proceed with developing revised agreement for agency approvals.
5. Ongoing Projects 
a. Regional Bioassessment - Rafi Mazor (SCCWRP)
Process for the selection completion of Annual report was presented. Options of recommended articles for the report included: focus on new algae index, member organizations highlight indicator results, and application of survey data. The bulk of the materials will work on the new algae stream condition index which is largely based on the SMC data and its relationship with other measures. Concerns were raised on the use of the SMC data to be incorporated into the State 303(d) lists so articles should clarify that additional information and research is needed to improve the process.  (slides posted to website)

Action: Rafi will send out the draft document to the group for review and comment end of year with feedback due back mid-January.
b. Trash Assessments – Shelly Moore 

Trash Management Focus on Local Municipality Bans, TMDLs, Trash amendment being addressed by the addition of trash monitoring in the SMC bioassessment program. 273 sites surveyed from 2011-2012 with 80% chance of finding trash over 100’ stretch with relations to development and proximity to roads. Data presented on results of plastic bag ban prior to statewide ban showing good correlation.  Proposal to add trash to SMC stream surveys for 2018 to continue the development of methodology and be responsive to stream and river components presented in Bight ’18 study questions.  
Action: SC approved 
c. CSCI Score Spatial Representativeness - Rafi Mazor

Project update: CASQA funded project supported by SMC looking the representation of the spot scoring of reaches. Other extrapolation methods were reviewed and applied to 6 watershed in the state 3 in Southern California.  Prediction of models showed mixed results based on the watershed but produces useful maps that can inform patterns of conditions and areas to focus additional sampling. Next steps to expand coverage to other areas, extend to other endpoints, and reduce the time requirements to apply methodologies.     
d. Water Quality Index – Ken 
Review of the project purpose, questions addressed, and status at approximately half way through the project. TAC has meet twice since the last SMC meeting focused on questions 3&4. Flow chat of production of the Stream health index made of CSCI/ ASCI (health), Chemical and Physical habitat (stressors). Outcomes are four categories of with the ability to back track to identify the components driving the result.  Committee members requested that finer resolution be evaluated.    
e. SMC Data Portal - Eric Stein (SCCWRP)
Group has kicked off and starting to define the issues that need to be addressed. Eric has been working with the State Board and they are in the process of assigning a staff member to help bridge the CEDEN integration.

Action: March meeting demonstration workflow in real time to show calculations and visualizations. 

f. Standardized Monitoring - Nabiul Afrooz (SCCWRP)
Draft workplan document distributed prior to the SMC meeting.  Standardization questions focused on Data collection, Data Assessment, and Management / planning. A meeting of experts in creating monitoring programs has been requested to complete a deeper review of the document and consider inclusion of IGP. Members will be suggested for review to the SC.
